May 12, 2009 
 

Dear members of Bethel Lutheran Church, 
 

In case you have not heard this through other 

channels, it is with sorrow and regret, that at the May 

Council meeting tonight I will announce my intention 

to resign my Call to Bethel, effective early August of 

this year. 
 

Our time at Bethel has been one of great joy and 

blessing. My gratitude for the faith you placed in me 

and your continued support and friendship cannot be 

adequately expressed. 
 

Our reason for leaving at this time comes down to 

one inescapable factor: we are separated by 1000-

plus miles from any of our children/grandchildren 

and even the youngest are rapidly passing the age 

when we have the opportunity to become a real part 

of their lives. (But for this, you might easily have 

been struggling to find a gently way to get me out 

when I start getting truly decrepit!!!)  We will be 

moving to Minnesota, about 15 miles from our 

youngest daughter and her family. 
 

It is my hope that the timing of my departure will 

work in favorably with other ministry developments 

in our area to make Bethel even more dynamic in the 

coming years. In any case, God is in the business of 

bringing surprising new life from things we might 

perceive as difficulties or setbacks. I look forward to 

hearing in the future many reports of Bethel’s 

activities as a vibrant and joyful corner of God’s 

Kingdom.

Everyone 

clearly came to work, and El Camino Pines was ready for 

them. We were Anglo, black, and Latino, and it didn’t 

matter one bit. People came from as far away as Santa 

Maria. Students with Lutheran Campus Ministry at the 

University of Southern California came, as well as 

several wonderful folks from Pasadena.  There were folks 

from the San Fernando Valley and staff members from 

the camp. By the time we were done, we all had become 

friends, because we had all worked together in a spirit of 

loving unity and purpose as followers of Christ our Lord. 

Without Christ we would have never met.  In having the 

love of Christ in common, we did tremendous things 

Friday and Saturday. We actually painted (prep, primer, 

one coat and trim) most of the buildings at El Camino 

Pines. Some of us got on ladders to paint, but most of us 

stayed on the ground. Everyone had something to do, and 

the spirit in which we did it was inspiring! Saturday we 

all worked up to a 4:00 P.M. when we celebrated with 

Word and Sacrament what we had accomplished.  Our 

first song was, “We are one in the Spirit, we are one in 

the Lord,” and it was true.  There was such a feeling of 

accomplishment, joy and unity.                              
 Our Eucharist was truly a thanksgiving with 

wonderful new friends whom we would have never met, 

were it not for Christ our vine!
