January 18, 2010 
 

The Gospel for the 2nd Sunday after Epiphany is from St. John the 2nd chapter: 
On the third day there was a wedding in Cana of Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was there. Jesus and his disciples 

had also been invited to the wedding. When the wine gave out… 
 

So…I started this on Saturday night when I was sitting here not writing a sermon on that text, but anticipating hearing 
one the next day – all that wine again. Three years ago I estimated that it was about 55 cases of excellent (insert your 
favorite label here). How can I not be back there with you, mind & heart? Though, actually, not one Sunday goes by 
without something – text, hymns, Liturgy, taking me back with stunning clarity worthy of a Twilight Zone episode. 
But the days between Sundays aren’t exempt: curled up by the fire 25 or so below outside, under the beautiful Bethel 
Quilt, warmed without & within (Thank you Women’s Group!) Most deeply, I was there the day of Harvey’s funeral 
hearing Praise to the Lord, the Almighty at the St. Olaf Christmas Concert. But, in the profound or the ordinary, again 
& again, my mind has filled with all the things I wanted to say, meat to write-and haven’t. It is the loss of being able 
to share those things that makes absence real & painful. But it has been one urgent project after another and even 
now, my mind is preoccupied with a great pile of curtain fabric on my lovely sewing table (Thank you Marty, Eileen 
& Alice. Sofa slip covers next!) To these things add that the sermon yesterday was not about wine but about the seven 
point earthquake which must seem immediate & real to you too because of the experience we shared 6 years ago. It 
was all these unsaid things that I had in mind when I told Jim I’d write something for the Annual General Meeting. 
(I’m not sure a formal report is appropriate & I forgot to ask the date anyway.) Of course, all those things are by now, 
too much, too jumbled and I don’t know where or how to begin except for the one thing which never recedes very far: 
Thank you! Thank you! Thank you! Thank you! Thank you! Thank you! Thank you! … 
I wish I could do one of those for every day of the seven plus years & for a host of individual moments. Also, no 
other words are adequate to express our astonishment & joy at the most amazing cash gift y’all gave us for our move. 
It made a tremendous contribution to our peace of mind & to getting move-in ready. And now, at the bottom of the 
stairs, the clock strikes (Thank you Brian!) to say that time flies!
