The Relationship Between the Food Bank Coalition and Local Member Agencies 
 

Food Bank & Community Organizations 
 

With hunger being a continuing problem nationally, a system has emerged to make it easy and efficient for 
national, regional and local food related government agencies, industry and businesses to donate food.   
Feeding America deals with the national food firms on behalf of Food Banks.  Food Banks deal with 
regional and local supermarkets and other food businesses on behalf of their member organizations. U.S. 
Department of Agriculture food products are sent to the Food Banks.  Member organizations provide direct 
service to individuals and families who need food or meals. 

 

Our San Luis Obispo and Santa Barbara countywide Food Banks gather food nationally, regionally and 
locally for distribution to member organizations which work directly with persons dealing with hunger.  
There is no charge for products. Only 35% of the product distributed by the Food Bank has a “handling 
fee” and this is the product received from Feeding America.  This fee enables participating agencies to 
help with some of the expenses incurred by the Food Banks for transporting, storing and distributing the 
quantity and variety of food products agencies need.  Food Banks meet very high standards for food 
safety and distribute food equitably. 

 

So it is important for churches to support both the Food Bank and their local member agencies which use 
Food Bank services.  The following Food Bank member agencies, which must meet high food handling 
standards, too,  are at work in San Luis Obispo County:  St. Patrick’s Church (Arroyo Grande), Loaves & 
Fishes (Atascadero, Paso Robles), 1st Assembly of God (Atascadero), Vineyard Christian Church 
(Cambria), Salvation Army (Grover Beach, Morro Bay, Oceano, San Luis Obispo), 5 Cities Christian 
Women (Grover Beach, Oceano), King’s Cupboard (Los Osos), Nipomo Food Pantry, God’s Storehouse 
(San Luis Obispo), San Miguel Community Church. 

 

Each Lutheran church has been asked by the Thrivent Central Coast Chapter to do whatever Food Bank 
Food Collection and Cash Donation Project is appropriate to its situation, in November and/or December.  
The Chapter has applied for Thrivent Care in Regions funding to match cash donations collected through 
the churches and will learn the outcome of this request soon.
